Triggers for Action.
The need for action by the school is triggered when there is a bushfire or grassfire that;
e isobservable, or
e identified via Vic Emergency App within the event location and/or immediate area
e thereis an Advice, Watch and Act, Emergency Warning or Evacuation message that includes the event location and immediate area

Immediate Actions / Seek Advice .
e Ifimmediate emergency services assistance is required phone '000'".

Blackwood Ride Co-ordinator
e Seek advice from your regional Manager, Operations and Emergency Management, regional Emergency Management Support Officer, or
regional IMT (if activated). They can gain additional information and advice from emergency services for you.
e Convene your Incident Management Team (IMT)
e Continue to monitor conditions such as wind change, size of fire, direction of travel.
e Continue to monitor warnings and advice messages through the Vic Emergency App or website.

e Ifthereis a bushfire or grassfire in your watch zone with an associated warning area that does not cover the site, seek further advice to
determine if any actions are necessary.

Moving to safe place in community

Blackwood Ride Co-ordinator
o |If fire refuge is required, move all students, staff and visitors to the Nowa Nowa Recreation Reserve or Lakes Entrance Information
Centre, provided it is safe to do so.
e Take your emergency kit, a first aid kit, your EMP and student and staff attendance lists.
e Check that all students, staff and visitors are accounted for.
e  Ensure communications with emergency services are maintained.

e  Check that all your students & staff are accounted for

e Advise your Principal that you are sheltering and that they should advise all members of your School Community to not come to the area
to pcik up students or staff

e Attend to students and staff who show signs of or are known to be susceptible to smoke. If possible, supply them with P2 smoke masks
and any medication they may require.

e The Communication Officer or a nominated person is to monitor the phones and/or radios to ensure that communication is maintain.

e Wait for emergency services to arrive or provide further information.
e Any decision to leave the Shelter in Place should only occur on advice of emergency services

Severe Weather
event

Severe Weather Event Specific Procedures
e Call 000 if emergency services are needed and seek and follow advice.
o [f offsite and away from shelter:

Blackwood Ride Co-ordinator & Visiting School Ride Co-ordinator
e  Ensure the safety of all participants immediately by seeking safety and shelter nearby. Remain in shelter until safe to move
o Cease activity and coordinate pick up by Sag Wagon. All students to get into vehicle to keep warm and dry until
o Depending on suitability of shelter, proximity to transport and weather forecast, consider evacuation to avoid further risk of
inclement weather. Do not move if conditions are not safe to do so

o Ensure participants have warm, protective clothing which protects them from the elements. This may mean changing out of wet
clothes once shelter has been sought

e If onsite and close to shelter...
e Seek shelter onsite (if there’s enough space) or at offsite assembly points if there isn’t enough indoor space

Blackwood Ride Co-ordinator & Visiting School Ride Co-ordinator
e Before the storm, store or secure loose items external to buildings, such as outdoor furniture and rubbish bins.
e Ensure all participants are in a safe indoor location, not in tents.

e Oncein safe indoor place: secure windows (close curtains and blinds) and external doors. If necessary, tape windows and glass entrances.
Utilise boards and sandbags if required.

e During a severe storm:
o Remain in the building and keep away from windows.
o Restrict the use of telephone landlines to emergency calls only, particularly during a thunderstorm.

Report any matter concerning the safety and wellbeing of students, staff and visitors to the Principal.

Disconnect electrical equipment - cover and/or move this equipment away from windows.

Report emergency to the Security Services Unit on 9603 7999.

After the storm passes, evaluate the need to evacuate if uncontrolled fires, gas leaks, or structural damage has occurred as a result of the
storm.

Implement the off-site evacuation or shelter in place procedure if required.

Disconnect electrical equipment — cover and/or move this equipment away from windows.

Listen to local radio or TV on battery-powered sets for weather warnings and advice

Medical Emergency

e Search the immediate area

e Contact the parent/carer/partner to gain as much information about the persons behavior, routine, personality as possible

e Contact ‘000’ for police to report child missing
o Provide a description, time last seen and location
e Work through the lost persons procedure.

Immediate Response of Incident Scene Person:

e Has the person done this in the past?
e General appearance of person?
e What were they wearing?
e Date of birth?

. Ensure all other participants are accounted for and cease activity.

. Organise a systematic search of the area mentioned in the information gathering.

Enact communication process.

. When ringing police/emergency services have the Visiting Teacher who best knows the person with you.

. Contact and assemble any available Blackwood staff to assist with a search.

. Using any available Blackwood staff and Visiting Staff, initiate a coordinated search of likely areas. All staff to have a radio.

e  Systematically search the area mentioned in the information gathering.

COVID-19

Managing an unwell student or staff member
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Refer to the guidance School Operations Guide and Management of Students Displaying COVID-19 Symptoms in Education Settings in relation to the
management of an unwell student / staff member, including in relation to the safe isolation of unwell staff or students, and directing staff or students to
return home as soon as possible, and appropriate use of rapid antigen tests.

Managing a confirmed case of COVID-19
